The main body of the audit report includes the systemic issues and
significant audit findings. Relatively less significassues are listed in the Annrex
1 of the Audit Report. The audit obsemtions listed in the Annek shall be
pursued with the Principal Accounting Officat the DAC level. Inall cases
where the PAO does not initiate appropriate action, the abdérvationsvill be
brought to the notice obistrict Accounts Committee through
Audit Report

Audit findings indicate the need for adherence to the regularity
framework besides instituting and strengthening internal controls to avoid
recurrence of similar violations and irregularities.

The observations included in this Report have been finalized in the light
of written replies of the departments, however in some observations department
did not submit written replies. DAC meetings were not convelespiterepeated
requests.

The Director General Audit District Governments, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa
carries out the audit of 25 District Governments. Regional Directorate dit Au
Mardan on behalf of the Director General Audit, District Goveemts, Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa carriegut the audit of four District Governments namely Mardan,
Swabi, Malakand and Buner.

This Regional Directorate has a human resource of 11 officerstaiffid s
with a total of 2750 man days. The annual budget amounting to 5983
million was allocated to ituting financial year 20817. The office is mandated
to conduct regularity (financial attest audit and compliance with authority audit)
and performane audit of programs/ projects.

District Government,Mardan conducts its operations under Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa Local Government Act 2013. It comprises one Principal
Accounting Officer (PAQO) covering eighteen groups of offices as mentioned in
Chapteri 1 of this report Financial provisions of the Act describe the
Governmentfund as District Local Fund anBistrict Public Account for which
Annual Budget Statement is authorized by the Distdiotincil in the form of
budgetary grants.

a. Scope of audit

The total expenditure of District Governmeaviardan for the Financial
Year 201516 was Rs 2,318.118 million against available bwgt of Rs
2,473.711 Out of this, RDAMardan audited an expenditure of R&51.100
million which, in terms of percentage, W&/ of auditable expenditure.

b. Recoveries at the instance of audit

Recovery of R$58.334million was pointed out during the audit. Out of
the total recoveries pointed out, B43.680million was not in the notice of the
execuive before audit.

c. Audit Methodology

Audit was conducted after understanding the business processes of
District GovernmenMardanwith respect to their functions, control structure and
key controls. This helped auditors in understanding the systems, presed
environment, and the audited entity before starting the audit. Audit used desk
audit techniques for analysis of compiled data and review of actual vouchers
called for scrutiny and substantive testing

d. Audit Impact

Audit pointed out various irreguliies of serious nature to the
management. For which the Management initiated written replies and no DAC
meeting was conducted till finalization of this report.

e. Comments on Internal Control and Internal Audit department

The purpose of internal controlstgm is to ensure effective operation of
an organization. It consists of measures employed by the management to achieve
objectives, safeguard assets, ensure accuracy, timeliness and reliability of
financial and accounting information for decision making.

Another basic component of internal control, as envisaged under section
37(4) of LGA 2013, is internal audit which was not found in place in the domain
of District Government.
